• Clean and comfortable work attire as would be worn by staff working in a modern hair 
salon as well as any protective clothing if needed. (closed toed shoes and stockings) 
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• Their own working tools: water bottle, towels, cape, cutting implements, combs, 
brushes, clips, blow dryer 

• Must bring his/her preferred types of styling products with all labels covered. 
• Must provide make-up, jewellery, draping, and hair ornamentation for the mannequin. 
• One mannequin head support (with extensions or tripod) 
• Competitors cannot borrow supplies from others. 

 
Supplied by Committee: 
Each competitor will have a table and mirror, non-hydraulic chair and single electrical outlet 
provided. 
 
MANNEQUINS WILL BE PROVIDED BY THE COMPETITOR 

• Two competition mannequins – one ladies mannequin and one male mannequin (with 
full beard).  There must be a minimum hair length of six inches for both mannequins.
