PREPARATION FOR THE DEMONSTRATION:
Each competitor has up to 50 minutes for this demonstration, which includes set-up, presentation and
dismantling. Visual aids such as props or models may be used to clearly explain the topic.

Time Format:
Set-Up
Demonstration
Dismantling

Up to 10 minutes
At Least 20 minutes, not more than 30 minutes
Up to 10 minutes

Each competitor should prepare for the Job Skills Demonstration by:
o Preparing a 20-30 minute demonstration using props, models, and other equipment as applicable
o Practicing an effective and confident delivery style
¢ Organizing the complete demonstration in a logical and well planned fashion
e Speaking in a clear and understandable manner while varying the voice to convey enthusiasm
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Examples of job skills that may be demonstrated included:

Repairing a hole in dry wall

Creating a floral display

Servicing a lawn mover

Altering a dressmaking pattern to suite a client
Installing a light switch

Creating a special effect for a video production
Styling hair for specific occasion

Setting a table for a specific occasion
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SPECIFIC INFORMATION
1. Competitors must prepare their own visual aids (signs, charts, transparencies, slides and
diagrams).
2. This contest is an individual demonstration. However, assistants may be used to set-up
and dismantle the demonstration or to assist as a model.

Judges may ask questions following the demonstration.

4. The demonstration will be no less than 20 minutes in length and no more than 30 minutes

in length.

There will be a penalty for competitors who recite from a prepared script.

6. At the discretion of the judges and depending on the size of the room, there may or may
not be a general audience.

7. If a competitor has surpassed the time allotted for any part of the demonstration (Set-Up,
Demonstration, Dismantling) he/she will be notified by a judge at the time it occurs.
Time penalties will be assessed for surpassing the time allotted for any of the three
components.
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EQUIPMENT, TOOLS, SUPPLIES, CLOTHING:

Clothing & Safety Equipment:

Competitors must wear clothing appropriate to the demonstration. Personal protective equipment
(PPE) require for the job skill being demonstrated must be worn. Some examples are: the use of
safety glasses, antistatic wrist bands and steel toed boots. Competitors who do not have the
appropriate PPE will not be allowed to continue with their demonstration.
